5.0 PROCEDURE: 

5.1 Once a year the Department of Health Services (DHS) requests LEA Medi-Cal Billing 
providers to complete an Annual Report.  This report includes a description of the LEA’s 
collaborative, service priorities, and reinvestment expenditures.   

5.1.1 The report is Fiscal Year expenditures. 

5.1.1.1 Gather financial data from Escape software 

5.1.2 The report is due October 30th. 

5.1.3 DHS must receive the original hardcopy of the report. 

5.1.4 The report is required whether or not the LEA has submitted Medi-Cal claims. 

5.1.5 The report is submitted with two attachments:  

5.1.5.1 Certification of state matching funds for LEA services – requiring CFO 
signature  

5.1.5.2 Statement of commitment to reinvest – requiring Collaborative signatures 
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
